I. Meeting called to order at 7:47am (Ellen)
II. Minutes (Ellen)
· The April 7, 2016 BOD Meeting minutes were approved.
III. Teacher’s Lounge Presentation (Noel Tenny)
· Updating Teacher’s Lounge is project Noel has wanted to do for years.  Sat in Lounge and spoke to teachers and staff getting input on what they want / need to improve space.  
· Lounge to be named “Blue Room” in honor of Blue Ribbon award.  Decorating will include subtle blue references.
· Estimate includes all these wants.  Also have sketches that can be shared with Board.
· No water line into room per CMS plumber.  Possible to use water fountain outside of Lounge in some capacity to address needs?
· Fridge in estimate has small freezer but is same cubic footage as current one.
· Ice maker in estimate produces about 48 pounds of ice / day which should be sufficient for needs.  Water source would be from new water cooler.
· Will approach plumbers / contractors to address renovation aspects.  Possibly contact Josh Canter?
· Project would take about 1 month.  Work to be done in summer when teachers are out of school.  Possible to do in phases.
· May use survey to further cull teacher’s wants.
· Moving vending machines to side wall with least visibility from doors.  Can’t get rid of machines as they are under contract.
· Discussion on where funding would come from.  No money from this year but possibly can add to Summer Read-a-thon once doors are funded.  Possibility for 5th grade gift?  Possible to get grant money?  Invest For Success monies have historically not been for capital improvements which most of this would fall under.  Incoming BOD would need to determine budget and where money could come from.  May need to come from multiple sources.  Some items may also need to be cut and / or donated to get cost down.
